Sv. Gregor Naziansky sa narodil okolo
roku 329 v osade Arianz pri Nazianze
v Kapadocii (dnesné Turecko). Jeho otec bol
povodne pohan, no obratil sa a zil horlivym
krest'anskym zivotom, takze neskor ho zvolili
za biskupa v Nazianze. Rodi¢ia svoje deti
viedli k viere od malicka. Gregor zacal
Studovat’ v Cézarei, kde sa aj po prvy krat ako
mlady Student stretol so sv. Bazilom Velkym,
budiicim biskupom tohto mesta. Do smrti
zostali najvernejSimi priate'mi a spolu si ich aj
uctievame v jeden denl. Gregor d’alej Studoval
v Cézarei Palestinskej, v Alexandrii a v
Aténach. Studoval re¢nictvo, filozofiu, poéziu,
hudbu, medicinu, teoldgiu. Spolu s Bazilom
zili prisnym zivotom, nezucastiiovali sa na
zabavach a poznali len dve cesty — do chramu
a do skoly. Okolo roku 355 sa Gregor vratil
domov. Doma potom spravoval nejaky cas
majetok podla otcovej vodle, no tuzil
po samote.

Roku 358 odisiel na pust pri Novej
Cézarei, kde uz zil aj jeho priatel’ Bazil Velky ako pustovnik. Spolu teda
d’alej pracovali, modlili sa, spievali zalmy a vzdelavali sa. V tom Case
vladol cisar Julidan Apostata (Odpadlik), ktory dostal svoje priezvisko
preto, lebo sa snazil vratit Rim k starému pohanskému naboZenstvu.
Gregor napisal proti nemu raznu re¢. No na pusti sa nezdrzal dlho. Jeho
otec, ktory sa stal medzi¢asom biskupom v Nazianze, ho naliehavo Ziadal,
aby mu priSiel vypomoct’ so spravou biskupstva. Gregor iSiel, hoci by
radSej zostal na pusti. Jeho otec ho okolo roku 362 vysvitil za knaza. Jeho
priatel’ Bazil sa stal v roku 370 arcibiskupom v Cézarei. Zriadil nové
biskupstvo v Sasime a Gregora presvedcil, aby prevzal spravu tohto
biskupstva. Gregor sa tak stal biskupom, ale aj tak zostal nejaky ¢as pri




svojom otcovi, ktory uz bol stary a slaby. Ked’ okolo roku 374 zomrel,
Gregor sa utiahol do klastora v Seleucii. Tam za nim priSli pravoverni
veriaci z KonStantinopola a ziadali ho, aby prevzal biskupsky stolec v ich
meste a stal sa patriarchom a nahradil tak aridnskeho patriarchu. Po
postoch, modlitbach a radach inych, najmé Bazila, sa Gregor rozhodol ist’.
Medzitym Bazil zomrel. V KonStantinopole ho podl'a ocakavania neprijali
najlepsie. Ariani ho suzovali, zacinal s pravovernymi krestanmi akoby od
zaCiatku. Postavil maly kostol, v ktorom sa zacali schadzat. Tam
predniesol slavne teologické re¢i a dogmatické uvahy, ktoré mali velky
uspech a stale prichadzalo viac a viac I'udi. To poburilo arianov. Cisar
Teodozius sa vSak postavil na Gregorovu stranu a arianskeho patriarchu
Demofila vyhnal z mesta. Potom nariadil, aby ariani vratili pravovernym
krestanom vSetky kostoly a majetky. Osobne uviedol Gregora do chramu
sv. Sofie (Hagie Sofie).

V roku 381 sa v Konstantinopole konal Prvy konStantinopolsky
koncil, ktory potvrdil platnost’ Nicejského vyznania viery a definitivne sa
tak vysporiadal so stale pretrvavajucim sporom o ariansku nauku. Pocas
koncilu tiez wuviedli biskupa Gregora aj oficidlne do uradu
konStantinopolského patriarchu. No niektorym biskupom sa to
nepozdavalo a vznikol spor. Gregor nebol tym nadSeny, a tak radSej
odisiel z KonStantinopola pre€. PriSiel do Nazianzu, kde bol od smrti jeho
otca neobsadeny biskupsky stolec a dva roky spravoval toto biskupstvo,
kym nebol menovany novy biskup do tohto mesta.

Potom sa definitivne utiahol na odpoc¢inok na rodny majetok
v Arianze. V uplnej utiahnutosti stravil posledné roky svojho Zivota.
Venoval sa pisaniu kézni, teologickych tivah, pisal basne, hymny a d’alSie
diela. Zomrel okolo roku 390. Za ucitel'a Cirkvi ho vyhlasil papez sv. Pius
V. v roku 1568. Ako sviti st uctievani aj obaja jeho rodicia, ako aj vSetky
ich deti — okrem Gregora aj d’als$i syn Cézarius a dcéra Gorgodnia.

FIXING WHAT IS BROKEN

HOMILY FOR JANUARY 17, 2021,
2ND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Of all the stunning images we have seen over the last 10 days, there is
one picture that stands out from the rest. It is the photograph of
Congressman Andrew Kim from New Jersey. You may have seen the
picture or heard the story. It deserves to be heard again.

At about 1 a.m. on January 7%, after voting to certify Joe Biden’s
election victory, Congressman Kim walked through the Capitol building
to go home after that long, awful day. As he made his way through the
wreckage in the rotunda, he stopped to see what had happened to the
building he loved — water bottles, clothing, trash, an American flag lying
on the floor. He saw police officers putting pizza boxes and garbage in
plastic bags. He asked one of them if he had an extra bag. He did and
handed it to him.

And with that, Andy Kim — a son of Korean immigrants, who is only in
his second term in congress — took the bag and got down on his knees.
He started helping them clean up the mess.

A photographer named Andrew Harnick with the AP happened to be
passing through the hall and saw what was happening. He recognized the
congressman and snapped a picture of the moment. Later that day, the
photograph was published. It caused a sensation. A reporter tracked down
Andy Kim and asked him why he did it. After all, it was in the middle of
the night. The photographer discovered him there almost by accident. He
obviously wasn’t doing it for the publicity.

The congressman put it very simply.

“When you see something you love that’s broken,” he said, “you want to
fix it.” He was speaking about the Capitol building.

But I think it goes so much deeper than that. If we understand anything
right now, it is this: something we love is broken. Our country. Our sense
of justice and decency and respect. Our hearts. And yet there is this:

“When you see something you love that’s broken, you want to fix it.”
Congressman Kim spoke those words on the day after Epiphany. The
timing could not have been more perfect.



We’ve just finished the Christmas season — and that message is the very
essence of the Christmas story. That is what the Incarnation is all about!
God saw that the world he loved was broken and gave us his son to fix it.
He lived with us, ate with us, walked with us, suffered with us, died for us
— all to fix the broken world that he loved.

The Gospel today reminds us that part of that involved his call to his
apostles — and by extension, his call to each of us. His first question to
the strangers who followed him was “What are you looking for?” They
wanted to know where he was living and he told them, “Come and see.”

And the rest is history.

In fact, it is our history. The history of every one of us. He is still asking
us today, “What are you looking for?,” still inviting us to follow him. If
we are honest, we are looking for more than just where he is living. We are
looking for another way of living. A way that is The Way. A way of
salvation that can draw us closer to the Father by following the Son.

A way of being true disciples.

But we realize that discipleship is more than just following, more than just
coming and seeing. It requires surrender. And sacrifice. And work — the
great work of continuing what Christ began by carrying the Gospel to
others and living it in the world.

It isn’t easy. And one of the tragedies of this moment in our history is
realizing, with a devastating urgency, that we have so much of his work
left to do. There can be no more important mission in our time. Our great
call as Catholic Christians is to work to heal what is wounded, to mend
what is torn.

To fix what is broken.

We need to get down on our knees and begin the slow hard work of
cleaning up the rubble — not just around us but within us. Because there
is where the most important work has to begin. With prayer. With
resolution. With humility.

We need to be better than we are, each of us. We need to do something
radical — becoming more forgiving, more patient, more prayerful.

We need to be more like Christ.

In our violent, battered, angry world, the most countercultural thing we
can do is bear witness to the Prince of Peace. To give dignity to those who
are disrespected. To listen to those who are ignored. To bind the wounds
of those in pain. Especially now, we need to live as people of mercy.
Of compassion.

In a time that so often seems hopeless...we need to be people of hope.

Vera was born on October 27, 1923, in
Prague, Czechoslovakia, the youngest of three
children of Marie (nee Rejmanova) and
FrantiSek Cvikr. She lived a full life. She died
on January 21, 2021, at the age of 97 years.

During the period before WWII, she

- prepared to study fashion design in Paris. But,
like many at that time and whose fate was far
worse, the war put an end to her plans. Undeterred, she and her older
sister Manka (Stark) worked together, establishing a new fashion business
in Prague. She married Josef Kutil in 1951, and raised her two boys, Paul
and Peter. In 1968, fearing the future and looking for a better life, she
emigrated to America with her family, including her elderly mother in tow.
The family settled in Forest Hills, N.Y. She took good care of her family,
and her elderly mom until her death in 1980. She did this all and worked
full-time as a fashion sample maker up to 1988, when she retired from her
Fashion (7™) Avenue job as a shop steward for her Union. In 1986, she
was widowed when her husband Joe died. She saw her sons marry, she
nurtured her 3 grandkids, and she spent her time in retirement going to her
Czech Church in Astoria, seeing her friends, and going to the beach at
Silver Point with friends she made there.

She was proud of her father, one of the directors of Praga, a Czech
car company, who gave her permission to drive the family car at a young
age. She only stopped driving at 92, after 75 plus years of driving. She
was independent, and strong to the end. She did not stop. And, only after
her recent fall in her Forest Hills home, a broken hip, an operation, and
a short hospital stay, her heart stopped at the age of 97, early morning on
January 21, 2021 at Booth Memorial Hospital in Flushing, NY.
